* In November 2011, AAA reported that the societal cost of traffic crashes was $299.5 billion,
more than three times the $97.7 billion cost of congestion in that year.

» The TIM Self Assessment national score has increased from 48.0 in 2005 to 73.9 in 2013,
indicating significant advancement of TIM programs nationwide.

* According to the 2013 TIM Performance Measures database, the average roadway clearance
time was 73 minutes.

» Over 22,000 responders in 27 states have participated in the National TIM Responder Training.
