Prevention Month 

The holiday season between 

Thanksgiving and New Year's 

Day is one of the deadliest 

and most dangerous times on 

America's roadways due to 

an increase in impaired driv-

ing. Since 1981, every President of the United 

States has demonstrated the commitment to pre-

venting impaired driving by proclaiming December 

as National Drunk and Drugged Driving Prevention 

Month or more recently, National Impaired Driving 

Prevention Month. 

In December there will be a significantly increased 

enforcement effort combined with aggressive mar-

keting on the annual Drunk Driving crackdown, 

Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over. Local law enforce-

ment officers will be out in force in December to 

January 1, 2018, apprehending all drunk drivers 

and spreading the message.  

For many Americans, “holiday cheer” involves 

drinking alcohol at holiday parties and events. That 

means, unfortunately, there’s a spike in drunk-

driving crashes each holiday season.  

 In the single month of December 2015, a stag-

gering 733 people lost their lives in crashes 

involving a drunk driver.  

 According to the National Highway Traffic Safe-

ty Administration, 32,719 people were killed in 

motor vehicle traffic crashes in 2015, and 

10,076 of those fatalities occurred in drunk-

driving-related crashes. Sixty-eight percent of 

the drunk-driving fatalities involved at least one 

drunk driver in the crash with a BAC almost 

double the legal limit.

A Reminder of Why Traffic Incident Management (TIM) is Important 

The U.S. Department of Transportation, Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), recently hosted a series of webinars discussing 
“What is TIM and what can TIM do for me?” The speakers included TIM industry professionals Paul Jodoin, FHWA, Jeff King, 
FHWA/retired Arizona State Trooper Captain, and Darin Weaver, Oregon Department of Transportation. The webinar provided 
both as a reminder to TIM professionals why TIM is important and its success to the TIM community.  

At its core, TIM is one of the most visible and important elements of traffic management. Because TIM has a direct and measura-
ble impact on every element of everyday life, TIM programs that operate at maximum efficiency offer the public countless direct 
and indirect benefits.1 

The following list captures just some of the known benefits of TIM: 

 Improved incident detection and response 

 Reduced incident clearance times 

 Reduced congestion 

 Reduced emissions and, thus, improved air quality 
 

According to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), TIM is a 
planned and coordinated multi-disciplinary process to detect, respond to, 
and clear traffic incidents so that traffic flow may be restored as safely and 
quickly as possible. Effective TIM reduces the duration and impacts of 
traffic incidents and improves the safety of motorists, crash victims and 
emergency responders. 2 

Why TIM? The safety of incident responders, The safety of all road 
users, and congestion mitigation and commerce.3 

TIM Program - Where do you Start? 

1. Identify, involve, encourage participation from all responding agen-

cies and stakeholders - "get folks to the table." 

2. Identify a "champion" to lead program development and on-going 

program administration. 

3. Establish and maintain relationships. 

4. Collectively assess the "climate" - Where are we now?  

- Tool: Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Capability Maturity TIM Self-Assessment (CMSA). 

5. Collectively establish goals for performance and progress - Where do we want/need to go? 

- Tool: Charter/Vision/Mission2
